Tom, a DNR wetlands scientist, says this about his
presentation: “Just what are wetlands and why are they so important ecologically? An overview of federal
and Wisconsin laws that apply to wetlands will include information about the Clean Water Act and current
policies affecting wetland health in Wisconsin.”
